During the camp we will be making 
doll clothes for an 18” doll such as American Girl. On 
Monday we will make a fleece scarf, poncho and hat. 
On Wednesday we will make a set of pajamas, and on 
Friday we will make a pair of pants and a top.  
 
Supplies: Items in BLUE available at Redlands Sewing Center 
• Sewing Machine 

• Clean and in good working order with power cord, foot control, and all       
accessories like extra presser feet 

• You must know how to operate your machine, thread it, and wind a bobbin if 
you bring your own. 

• If you use a store machine you don’t have to bring one from home, but you 
should have some sewing machine experience 

• Needles 
• Schmetz Universal 80/12  

• Threads 
• Mettler polyester to match fabrics. You may need more than one if your 

clothes are different colors. 
• Notions 

• Kwik Sew Pattern #3091 
• 1 empty bobbins for each color thread you are using; if you are using a store 

machine you need to purchase them from Redlands Sewing Center.  All  
bobbins do not fit all machines. 

• Pins with glass or plastic heads 
• Magnetic pin holder - no pin cushions 
• Clover seam ripper 
• Fabric Scissors 
• Water Soluble Marker or Chalk O’Liner 
• Fabric Glue Stick 
• Seam gauge 
• Magnetic Seam Guide 
• Optional: Overcast and 1/4” presser feet

• Fabric  
• Hat, scarf and poncho 

• 1/2 yard of Polarfleece for the hat, scarf and poncho.  I would like to 
encourage the kids to share this fabric so they can have different 
color pieces.  Fleece is very wide and there will be plenty to share, or 
you can make your projects from the same color.  It is your choice. 

• Thread to match 
• Pajamas 

• 1/2 yard of woven cotton fabric (no stretchy fabrics)  
• 5/8 yard of 1/4” wide elastic 
• 26” of narrow lace for bottom edge 
• Thread to match 

• Wrap Top and Pants 
• Wrap Top 

• 1/4 yard of woven cotton fabric (no stretchy fabrics)  
• 1 yard of 1/4” wide ribbon 
• Thread to match 

• Pants 
• 3/8 yard 
• 12” of 1/4” wide elastic
